	1W

	Year 2

	2A
	This week we have been conducting a science investigation about plants. 	2D

	2M
	Since last Friday we have been carrying out a science investigation about what conditions plants need to grow. In Literacy the children have been working very hard writing a fantastic recount about their school trip and re-writing a traditional story. Abuzar worked really hard and wrote a lovely story about Red Riding Hood. Well done!
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	Year 3

	3B
	This week in 3B the children have continued to work on measurement. They have found perimeters of different shapes and objects. In literacy the children have continued to prepare for their setting description, focusing on dialogue. In science the children have planned and performed an investigation on friction, testing which surface has the most friction. In IPC the children have studied map references and designed their own map with grid references.

	3R

	Year 4

	4A
	This week in Numeracy, we have been busy comparing and ordering decimals. In Literacy, we continued to write our recounts of an historical plot at Warwick Castle. We have built electrical circuits and drawn circuit diagrams. In readiness for creating our own artwork in the style of Andy Warhol, we have been practising our Pop Art skills.
