	Reception

	
	Autumn is here! The children have been busy finding out about Autumn and thinking of words to describe what they can see and feel when touching leaves, conkers, fir cones, acorns etc. They used finger phonemes to help write these words. There has been lots of opportunities to be creative; they have painted and collaged autumn leaves and performed some leaf rubbings.  In Maths, we have been learning about one more and one less this week and using autumn objects to work out the answers.  Please can we ask you to write a comment in your child's reading diary every week after you have heard them read.

	Year 1

	1C
	This week in Literacy we have been learning about adjectives. We used our five senses to explore things that Goldilocks might have found when she went to the three bear's cottage and thought of lots of adjectives to describe them. Everyone thought of some super words such as hot, sweet porridge and pretty, colourful flowers. We then used these adjectives to help us to write our own Senses Poem. Well done Kayden for super ideas. In Numeracy this week we have been measuring the three bears wooden spoons using a centimetre ruler. A special well done to Reneah for fantastic work.

	1H
	This week in class 1H we have been using rulers to draw straight lines and record measurements in centimetres. Well done to Sharnnay and Sufyan who showed incredible care and control with their rulers to accurately draw straight lines between given points. In our science lessons we have been comparing and finding the similarities and differences between humans and other animals. Jessica was our super scientist as she was able to provide insightful and well informed answers and also make some excellent observations. In our literacy lessons we have been writing instructions and then using these instructions in our IPC lessons to help us prepare food safely.  Great work, 1H!

	1J
	This week in literacy, we have been learning what adjectives are and how to use them to make our writing more interesting. We have used our senses to explore some of the things that we might find in the three bear's cottage, thought of adjectives to describe them and have used these ideas to create a poem! In numeracy, we have been learning how to use a ruler, how to measure accurately in centimetres and have been measuring lots of wooden spoons that were found in the three bear's cottage! To follow on from our hand washing, we have been learning about food hygiene and the importance of having clean hands, clean surfaces and clean equipment and used this knowledge when we made our jam sandwiches, which were delicious! 	Year 2

	2D
	We have been doing some geographical work this week in 2D, learning about the four countries of the United Kingdom and their capital cities. We didn't know our country was so big! We have also been investigating sound and the difference between sounds that are close and sounds that are far away. We've been working hard in Numeracy, learning about families. Next week is Black History Week and we can't wait - we have so many fun things to look forward to!

	2N
	In 2N we have been looking at capital cities of England, Scotland and Wales and identifying the countries on a map of Britain. In literacy we have continued to work on diaries, exploring a new type of sentence called an emotion word sentence which allows us to tell straight away how someone is feeling. In numeracy we have been looking at the commutative law, where we found that we can get the same answer from 12+32 as 32+12. We have enjoyed learning lots in 2N this week!

	2W
	Our IPC work has taken us in the direction of geography this week! We have been exploring the United Kingdom and finding out what is the difference between a country and a city. We located the UK on a map and then identified the different countries on our own maps. We even looked at Buckingham Palace in the capital city of London. In our Literacy we have continued to work towards writing a diary entry in the role of a character that lived at the time of The Great fire of London. We have explored the characters feelings in great depth and described what sights we may have seen. Well done Year 2 for all your hard work!
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	Year 3

	3A
	It has been a great week of learning in 3A. In IPC we have learnt all about life in the Iron Age and how it was different to the other Ages. We were investigating how well different materials reflect light in Science and found that the shinier the object, the better it reflects light. In Literacy we are writing recounts and have written one about our trip to the park. In Numeracy we have been learning a new method of multiplication called the grid method. Parents, some of us have been forgetting to read and write a comment, so please remind us to do so every night.

	3C

	Year 4

	4A

We have been using the character of Flavia from our Year 4 text, Thieves of Ostia, to create our own instructions of how to behave at a dinner party. In Indoor PE we have been continuing with our dance unit and this week the children created their own routines using the focus of a motif.

	Year 5

	5A
	This week we have been working hard as usual. In Literacy we have been looking at instructions and how to write them. We have made a checklist of required features and will be using this after half term too. In Numeracy, we have been adding numbers in different ways and making sure we check our answers in a different way too. In IPC we have imagined what life would be like as a Viking on board a long ship - not much fun we decided!

	5L
	In 5L we have been focusing on how the Vikings travelled to Britain. In numeracy children have learnt how to use different types of formal written methods for addition and subtraction and how to solve two-step word problems by looking for our key vocabulary within a question and identifying the operation which is needed to be able to get to the answer. In literacy we have been looking at the features of instructions such as the structure, making sure our instructions are sequenced and using those imperative verbs (bossy verbs). It has been a very busy week but children are working very hard. Keep up the good work 5L.

	5W
	This week in 5W we have delved further into our Viking topic. The children have been looking at Viking Long ships; how they were constructed and what they were like to live on! We have also been continuing our work on changes of state in Outdoor Education and Science, discussing solids, liquids, gases and how things can change through melting, freezing, evaporation and condensation. Keep up the good work 5W.

	Year 6

	Since last week, we have been as busy as ever! During numeracy, we have been practising our division skills using two new methods; short division and long division. In literacy, we have been exploring poetry and in particular we have been looking at personification which is a form of figurative language. In IPC, we have continued looking at the Mayan culture and have been imagining that Michael (from Kensuke’s Kingdom) has travelled back in time to learn about the architecture and religion of the Mayans.
