Meanwhile in IPC we have been investigating Anglo Saxon place names and designing our own jewellery. Keep up the good work!  .

	In 4C this week, we had a Fire Service talk and the children learnt lots of ways to stay safe around fire. In Literacy we have been writing the final draft of our own version of Beowulf. The children have been writing in the role of Grendel and the story is from his perspective. They have included fronted adverbials, subordination and show not tell to make their writing effective. In Numeracy we have been continuing to look at the topic of time and the children have focused on finding the duration of events. They have also converted from larger to smaller units of time.

	4M
	In 4M this week, in Literacy, we have continued to look at writing a narrative from our monster Grendel’s point of view. We have worked incredibly hard to choose new and interesting vocabulary to write an effective piece. In Numeracy, we have continued to look at time, but this week we have focused on being able to calculate time durations, rather than telling the time. In the afternoon, we have looked at the origins of Anglo Saxon place names in IPC and spoken about the experiences of child refugees in RESPECT. 	5B
