We have been using alternate ways of adding this week, using a number line to count jumps and writing the number sentence.

	Year 1

	1C

	Year 3

	3B
	This week in 3B the children have been finding fractions of numbers and shapes by dividing the number/sections of the shape by the denominator. In literacy the children have been studying diary entries and have completed their own diary entry based on The Wump World. In IPC the children have been looking at the different climate zones around the world and how animals adapt to these climates. 

	3R
	This week in 3R we have quickly got straight back into routine after the break. In literacy we have been writing our own diary entries from the point of view of the Wumps. 	Year 4

	4A
	In Numeracy this week, we have been looking at solving problems involving fractions of amounts. The children have used RUCSAC to help them solve these questions and have had to use their knowledge of fractions to do this. They have used the rule of divide by the denominator and multiply by the numerator. In Literacy, we have been writing a setting description using effective vocabulary to describe Grendel's lair from our text of Beowulf. 

	4C
	In 4C this week, we have started looking at our new text 'Beowulf'. In Literacy, we have been focusing on writing a setting description based on Grendel's underwater lair. The children have been collecting a range of vocabulary to describe the lair and writing a description in the role of Beowulf as though he is visiting the lair for the first time. In Numeracy, we have been looking at word problems where the children needed to find fractions of amounts using more than one step. As well as this, the children have looked at adding and subtracting fractions with the same denominator.

	4M
	In 4M this week, we have been solving word problems that involve fractions. These word problems involved more than one step and the children had to use RUCSAC and divide by the denominator and multiply by the numerator to solve this. We have also been looking at adding and subtracting fractions, where the denominators are the same. In Science, we have started to look at a new investigation based on our solids, liquids and gases topic. 

	Year 5

	5B
	This week in 5B we have been writing a flashback opening for the Percy Jackson story. We have also been using division and our mathematical knowledge to solve word problems.  In IPC we have been learning all about how the Ancient Greeks influenced the Olympic games and found out that there were some unusual events such as ‘trumpeting’! Well done to all those children who brought in some superb creations for their Greek project homework. Keep up the good work 5B.

	5C
	5C have been looking at short division with remainders in the context of money and fractions. Some of the multi-step word problems were very tricky ,so well done everyone.  We have also been focussing on relative clauses in Literacy and hope to include them in much of our writing. In RE we considered what it was to be a good listener. We had some amazing artefacts created for IPC homework which included labyrinths and fantastic helmets; great work everyone. Star of the week last week was Aman. Well done!

	5H
	In 5H this week we have been learning all about materials and their properties, including planning a fascinating science experiment on absorbency. In maths we have been practising our short division skills and everyone has worked hard to apply the skills they have learned. We used our new knowledge of how to use semi-colons to help us structure our poem.
