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	Year 3

	3A
	This week we welcomed a new boy - Adnan - to the class. We all wish him a happy time at Dorrington Academy. We have been looking at narrative poems and all loved listening to and reading about chocolate cake! We wrote our own versions and tried to include alliteration. In Numeracy we looked at balancing missing number problems and in IPC we have been looking at the ways the pharaohs ruled Egypt.

	3C
	I hope that everyone had a good half term break. This week we have started a new Literacy unit on Narrative poetry. We have looked at different poems of this type and written our own versions based on our favourite foods and the funeral of a pharaoh. 	Year 4

	4A

We completed a role-play lesson where the children thought about Grendel's thoughts and feelings about Hrothgar's village. In Numeracy, we have been looking at decimal numbers in the context of money and the children have added and subtracted decimal numbers for this. 

	4M
	This week, we have started to write our class text Beowulf. We are writing from the viewpoint of Grendel in order to explore what motivates such an evil monster to commit his crimes against our heroes Hrothgar and Beowulf. We have already written some brilliant openings and closings for your stories and we look forward to reading the full narrative next week! In Numeracy, we have been looking at a variety of money-based problems. We have used this to recap our addition and subtraction skills and to focus carefully on the place value of numbers with decimal places. All children should keep practising multiplication and division by 10 and 100 as well as rounding numbers to the nearest 100 or 1000. 

	4W
	This week, we have continued to look at our class text Beowulf- but with a difference! We have decided to re-write the story from the point of view of the evil monster Grendel. This has given us a chance to view the story from a completely different viewpoint and think about his motivations. This has inspired some fantastic writing so far! In maths, we have re-visited money. We have used this to revise our addition and subtraction methods when they include decimal places. Please could children practice multiplying and dividing by 10 and 100, as well as rounding numbers to the nearest 100 and 1000? 

	Year 5

	5A
	In 5A we have looked at myths in IPC and written our own. As we have been looking at animals and plants this term, we have researched famous scientists who have been involved in this area. As a result, we have written a biography about Sir David Attenborough, who is probably the most famous naturalist in the world. In Literacy we have been focusing on the different types of questions asked in reading and the progressive form of verbs. We are extremely proud of all the children in 5A who represented the school in a cricket tournament against local schools.
