	In Nursery this week, for World Book day, we have been reading ‘Charlie and Lola must go to London’. In Letters and Sounds we have been looking at rhyming books, words and rhyming strings, e.g. fox, box…cat, mat…pan, man, can, fan … and back and sack.  Well done children!

They have labelled dinosaurs and have looked at a variety of non-fiction books. In writing, they have used their imagination and written what they would do if they were King or Queen for a day. In Numeracy, we have been counting on and back in 1's or 2's and making castles using 3D shapes. After discussing Big Ben, the children had the large clocks and were making different times of the day. The children found out about the crown jewels being kept in the Tower of London because they were so expensive and then made their own. They all looked fantastic as Kings, Queens, Princes and Princesses and they are all very good at bowing and curtsying!

	Year 1

	1C
	In Literacy this week we have been thinking about 'traditional tales.' We listened to the story of 'Hansel and Gretel' and sequenced pictures from the story. Well done to Kayden, Lakisha and Abigail who all worked hard. In our Numeracy work this week we have been collecting information and recording it in different ways. We counted up all of the rubies, emeralds, diamonds and sapphires that 'Gangsta Granny' had stolen and recorded it on a tally chart, a pictogram and a bar chart. 	Year 2

	2D
	This week has been book week and our text has been 'Gangsta Granny'. We have looked closely at the characters of Ben, Gran, Mum and Dad, thinking about their differences and similarities. We have been using evidence from the text to support our opinions. In Numeracy, we have been learning how to tell the time - thinking about the hour and minute hands and what the phrases, 'o'clock', 'quarter past', half past' and quarter to' really mean. In maths, we have also continued with the Gangsta Granny theme, with the children collecting their own data and creating line graphs.

	This week in 4W, we have been busy preparing for our Gangsta Granny exhibition as part of book week. In year 4, we have been focusing on 'Gran's secret past'. We have been thinking about the stories that Gran told Ben about her life as a jewel thief. The children have been very creative, making jewels, flags and mini Grans for our display. In Literacy they have written fantastic news articles, reporting on Gran's adventures in Russia, USA and India. In Maths, we have used data handling to look at the temperatures in the countries that Gran visited , presenting these in a line graph.
